Democratic Method

There are two types of ideas, positive and negative, each of which are exposed in the first half of an essay, and which are disagreed with in the second half of an essay as an exercise.  The “plus” idea, which will be described below, is breasoned out, in other words are based on an example naming a specific object.  A “minus” idea, the use of which will be described below, is one based on an example of a good idea, naming a specific object, going wrong.

1. Positive ideas

First half: plus idea should be carried out.  Second half: minus idea should not be carried out.  The second half’s argument is the essay’s argument.

2. Negative ideas

a. Harmless negative-appearing ideas

First half: minus idea should not be carried out.  Second half: plus idea should be carried out instead of negative-appearing idea. The second half’s argument is the essay’s argument.

b. Negative ideas in reality

First half: minus idea should not be carried out.  Second half: plus idea should be carried out instead of negative idea in reality. The second half’s argument is the essay’s argument.
